« God gave Solomon a pattern for building the Temple. "The Temple was 20 feet long and 30
feet wide. It was 45 feet high™ (1 Kings 6:2 ICE). It is hard to imagine how big the Temple was.
Remember, Solomon didn't have trucks and other machines to move the stones and wood he
needed to make God’s Temple!

= Measure and tape off a @0-centimeter by 30-centimeter rectangle on the floor. That will be
where you start your walls. Have each child build a stack of 24 Duplo Legos. Place the stacks
on the tape and connect them together. Continue until your Temple walls are complete.
